4K Basic rules:
1. Bases are set 60 ft with a 10 ft arch in front of home plate.  The ball must be hit past this arch before the ball is in play. If the batter doesn’t hit the ball past the arch, have the batter re-do the hit until the ball passes the 10ft arch.	Comment by Schmitt, Stacy L: Is this accurate? 1. It is important to start games on time.  Games will be 3 innings or 1 hour.
1. Teams bat the full roster.  The last batter is announced and will run around all the bases to end the inning. (It’s fun for the kids, so switch up who the last batter is.) 
1. Players will swing until a fair ball is hit (no strikeouts).
1. Outs are not counted.
1. Running- Runners cannot leave base until the ball is hit, and bunting, leading off, stealing, and sliding are not permitted.
1. All players will play at a fielding position.
1. Coach should rotate players to different positions each inning.
1. If playing the catcher position, the child is required to wear a helmet.
1. Doubles are allowed if hit to the outfield.
1. End of the game celebrations and/or snacks should be done off the field.
1. Please rake the field when the game is complete and fill in any holes.
1. Game cancellations- LAYBS will notify of poor field conditions or game cancellations via Crossbar.
1. Most importantly-HAVE FUN!

K Basic rules:
1. Bases are set 60 ft with a 10 ft arch in front of home plate. The ball must be hit past this arch before the ball is in play. If the batter doesn’t hit the ball past the arch, have the batter re-do the hit until the ball passes the 10ft arch.	Comment by Schmitt, Stacy L: Is this accurate? 2. It is important to start games on time.  Games will be 4 innings or 1 hour and 15 minutes.  No inning can start with less than 15 minutes remaining.
3. Teams bat the full roster.  The last batter is announced and will run around all the bases to end the inning unless there is an out. (It’s fun for the kids, so switch up who the last batter is.) 
4. Players will swing until a fair ball is hit (no strikeouts). 
5. Outs- If a defensive play is made and the base runner is called out, that runner must leave the base. All bases must be cleared when the defensive team makes three outs, but the team may continue batting until all players in the lineup have batted.  
6. Running- Runners cannot leave base until the ball is hit, and bunting, leading off, stealing, and sliding are not permitted.
7. All players will play at a fielding position.
8. Coach should rotate players to different positions each inning.
9. If playing the catcher position, the child is required to wear a helmet.
10. Doubles are allowed if hit to the outfield.
11. The infield fly rule does not apply.
12. On an overthrow going into foul territory (including the backstop area behind the catcher), the runner cannot advance beyond the base he or she was going to at the time of the throw, but the base is not awarded automatically.
13. If both teams agree, coaches pitch is optional for the last two games of the season.
a. To keep games moving when pitching is used, coaches must observe a three- pitch policy.  If the player doesn’t hit the ball within three pitches, the tee is used.  Additional items related to pitching: 
i. Before game begins, inform opposing team if pitching or using the tee. 
ii. If the child doesn’t feel comfortable about pitching, use the tee. 
iii. Remember, be considerate and adhere to the 3 pitch policy.  
iv. Please inform your parents of the 3 pitch policy to avoid conflict.
14. End of the game celebrations and/or snacks should be done off the field.
15. Please rake the field when the game is complete and fill in any holes.
16. Game cancellations- LAYBS will notify of poor field conditions or game cancellations via Crossbar.
17. Most importantly-HAVE FUN!
