7.7 Registrar’s Report:
(a) Registration update
	-6U/8U Tournament Fees
-8U coaches are in favor of collecting tournament fees (~$4,000) one of 3 ways:	1.  Crossbar, 2.  Raffle Tickets ($260), 3.  Increase Registration.  Board vote was to make 8U sell raffle tickets.
-Mite Raffle ticket/Fee/Jersey discussion:
-Stop selling Mites jerseys in favor of everyone selling raffle tickets to cover tournament fees.
-Emily agreed with not selling jerseys like GHA had in the past
-Lynley said raffle tickets will cover tournament fees.  Tournament registrations need to be held accountable and set deadlines for participation since GHA will now be paying the fees. 
-Emily suggested setting a limit for Mites tournament participation (4 to 5 tournaments).  Any more than that and parents pick up the additional cost.
-Lynley also said there might be some playdate opportunities with Spearfish and Miles City.
-Jason suggested it might be cleaner to have the Mites sell $200 in raffle tickets vs $260 if that amount will still cover tournament fees
-This will be a trial run with the new process.  If Mites are not being held accountable, this may not be an option again next year and parents will go back to paying all fees on an as you go basis.
-Jason - Handbook Update:
-6U/8U will sell $200 in raffle tickets to cover 4 to 5 tournaments (fees) and practice ice time.  Mites will no longer be able to keep or purchase game jerseys.

-Lynley suggested trying to make a registration option where families who just buy their raffle tickets could pay and GHA would fill out the tickets and not take possession of a check.

-2026-2027 season GHA will give the first set of gloves and pullover to each player for free.  If a replacement set/item is needed, each family will be responsible for the cost.
-Going forward GHA will only give gloves/pullover to incoming players for each age group.
-Jason - Handbook Update:
-HS and Girls - GHA team gloves will be mandatory for every game.  No exceptions!
-All new/existing players who need or would like to change jersey numbers need to get with the Equipment Manager to see what numbers are available.
