Tournament Rules
Rules and Regulations - Round Robin Format
Section 1
General Information
1. Round robin tournament:  4 games guaranteed.  
2. A Manager or Coach must provide their official USA hockey roster to the score keeper or tournament director before their first game:
3. Teams must be dressed and ready 20 minutes prior to game time.
4. Team trophies will be awarded for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place.
5. There will be two (2) USA Hockey registered referees during all games. 
6. All games will be played under USA Hockey rules as modified by MH and the local tournament committee.
7. Gamesheet will be used to score games during tournaments. Please make sure your rosters are up to date and make necessary updates as needed ahead of the game or at gametime.
Section 2
Game Format
1. Periods will last the following amount of time per age level with a two (2) minute rest between periods
a. 17 minutes – Bantams
b. 17 minutes – Peewees/U12
c. 15 minutes – Squirts/U10
2. No overtime games will be played in round robin play. 
3. There will be running time in the third period when a six-goal margin occurs.
4. Ice Resurfacing
a. Resurface every two periods for Bantams, Peewees, and U12.
b. Resurface between games for Squirt/10U.
c. Arena staff or game officials can request an extra resurface for safety reasons.
5. Penalties:  
a. Minor = 2 minutes (1.5 for Squirts/10U), for 17 minute periods, 1:30 for 15 minute periods Major = 5 minutes, Misconduct = 10 minutes
b. Fighting = 5 Minute Major plus ejection from tournament
c. If a player receives 4 penalties in a game, they will be ejected from that game.
d. If a team receives 12 or more penalties in one game, the head coach will be suspended for the next scheduled game of that team.
6. One timeout per regulation play.  One timeout per overtime play.
Section 3
Tie Breakers
1. After Round Robin play, teams will be ranked based on the scoring outlined below:
a. Two points awarded for a win
b. One point awarded for a tie
c. Zero points awarded for a loss
d. One extra point awarded for a shut out win
2. Seeding/Pool Play Tie Breakers
        a.     1st           Number of wins
        b.     2nd          Head to head competition
        c.     3rd           Difference of goals scored vs goals allowed (Maximum difference of eight per game )
        d.    4th            Goals allowed
        e.    5th            Coin toss

3. Tie Games (After Pool Play Only)
a. For all games other than trophy games.
i. No over-time clock play
ii. Five player shootout
iii. Coin toss will determine which team shoots first
iv. After 5 players from each team shoot, the format goes to sudden death.  
v. No player can shoot a second time until all players from the shortest rostered team have shot.
b. For Championship and 3rd Place games
i. 1st Overtime:  2 minute rest, 5 minute overtime of 5 on 5
ii. 2nd Overtime:  2 minutes rest, 5 minutes overtime of 4 on 4
iii. 3rd Overtime:  Five player shootout
Section 4
General Rules
1. All games will be played according to USA Hockey rules as modified by Minnesota Hockey.
2. CONDUCT
a. Any abusive language or conduct unnecessary to the game officials by players, coaches, or managers will result in a 2:00 minute Minor penalty plus a Game Misconduct. That player or coach will be ejected from the game and out of the next game. 
b. Abusive spectators will be asked to leave the tournament and their team may be penalized by the Referee-in-charge or Tournament Director.
3. PLAYER INJURY
a. Hibbing/Chisholm Youth Hockey Association assumes no liability for personal injury to any participants or persons on premises during the tournament.
b. An Emergency Medical Technician, athletic trainer, or physician will be on duty for all games.
4. LOCKER ROOMS
a. The Arenas have four locker rooms that will be assigned to teams before game times
b. We recommend that all Coaches keep valuables with them on the bench. Keys may not be available.
c. Players must be supervised in locker rooms at all times.  Assure lockers rooms are clean once the last player has left.
5. TOURNAMENT ARENAS
a. The MEMORIAL BLDG. ARENA located at 5th Ave. East and 23rd Street.
b. The FAIRGROUNDS ARENA located on the St. Louis County Fairgrounds on 23rd Street behind the Hibbing Community College.
c. The CHISHOLM SPORTS ARENA located in Memorial Park in Chisholm.
