Meeting opened with a presentation from Briar Cliff marketing team assisting SYHA with marketing efforts this season, free of charge.

Colligan inquired if there was interest in expanding game totals. Mills recommended this go to review to the PCDC for future years. 
Motion to increase travel fees by $100 for each travel group (Nov, Dec, Jan 15 payments dates) (Koskovich) McCarthy second. Motion carries. 
Pittenger: Mites travel jerseys need to be ordered.

Andersen reviewed a team fundraising document that had previously been circulated to the board.

Motion to approve purchase of cones and rings for mites.(Colligan) Mills second. Motion Carriers

Tournament Committee- Need to make a determination on Squirt B given limited participation. Koskovich asked that Cody connect with Donnie to see if any new signups.

Handbook and Locker Room Policy is work in process. 
We have a strong equipment inventory. Scheels to come here Saturday to do fittings. They will be offering a 20% coupon that lasts for 9 days. 
Greens Committee: Question by Pinney: If greens overages will go to the teams where overages exist. Board discussed how that money would be dispersed among multi-skater families. Decision to be made in November.
