4. Purpose of the meeting – to review the addition of 2 New Clubs – Pine Creek (Ed Saxer – 2 teams) and Lewis Palmer (Scott Bradley – 1 team) 

· CO Springs Area – new teams – need to decide before next meeting.
· Both PC and LP are interested in bringing new teams into HPHL.

· Ice – would be Robson; Air Force; MIR.
· Mission of HPHL – Expand, although the intent was never intended to include COS or the Mountains. 
· CHSAA is growing, as a result HPHL can be expected to grow.
· How to bridge the gap – South – Central; Central – North. Maybe we have to draw the line between South and North if we continue to grow.
