Scholarship Committee. The scholarships will be awarded on November 1, and
recipients will be notified by Dearborn Baseball President Mark Dawdy.

% Scholarship funds will be paid during the month of October — directly to the college,
not the student. The scholarship funds will be issued to the college or university upon
receiving a certificate of enrollment for the fall semester, which includes the Student ID
number and Financial Aid Office address.
