b. Enter on North Side (Bailey Road) 

c. Park in the White, Green or Yellow Parking Lots 

d. Exit on the North Side (Bailey Road) 

Red Fields - M Health Sports Complex 

a. 4200 Pioneer Drive Woodbury, MN 55129 

b. Enter on North Side (Bailey Road) 

c. Park in the Red or Yellow Parking Lots 

d. Exit on the North Side (Bailey Road) 

Gold Fields - M Health Sports Complex 

a. 4200 Pioneer Drive Woodbury, MN 55129 

b. Enter on East Side (Radio Drive) or North Side (Bailey Road) 

c. Park in the Yellow or Black Parking Lots 

d. Exit on the West Side (Radio Drive) or North Side (Bailey Road) 

Raptor Nest Stadium - M Health Sports Complex 

a. 4200 Pioneer Drive Woodbury, MN 55129 

b. Enter on West Side (Radio Drive) or North Side (Bailey Road) 

c. Park in the Yellow or Black Parking Lots 

d. Exit on the West Side (Radio Drive) or North Side (Bailey Road) 

 

Overflow Parking – Bailey Elementary (Bus Shuttle running to Blue Field and Gold Field) 

 

a. 4125 Woodlane Drive Woodbury, MN 55129 

b. Enter on Woodlane Drive and park vehicle 

c. Bus Shuttle will be running constantly throughout the day 

d. Bus Shuttle will drop off at Blue Fields and Gold Field)
