Statement of Commitment 

The Brazilian Soccer Academy (BSA) is committed to advancing equity, diversity, and inclusion in 

soccer by intentionally providing programming that targets underrepresented groups, as 

outlined in the Canada Soccer Guide to Accessibility and Inclusion.

• Individuals from low-income or marginalized communities

• Reduces financial, cultural, physical, and social barriers to participation 

• Creates welcoming and inclusive environments for all participants

• Aligns with best practices outlined by Canada Soccer 

These programs are designed to support both athletic development and broader life skills, using 

soccer as a tool for personal growth, confidence, and community connection.
