Blastball Rules


- Remember a parent can be on the field to help their child with instruction
- all defensive players are in the field in standard position, as much as possible
- defensive players may make an attempt to get an out by throwing or stepping on a
base (they should not tag the runner)
- Outs are unofficial and not recorded (outs are only used to designate where the
team starts their lineup in the next inning)
- All teams bat thru the lineup twice each
- Play stops at 1B, and each player may advance only one base per at bat
- No scores are counted, but everyone crosses plate (last batter of each inning gets a walk off HR and bases are cleared)
The goal is to try and teach kids the fundamentals of the game in a fun, non competitive format, so that they may be better prepared as they advance to Tball.
