Krucial Sports Developmental Basketball League (Krucial Sports D-League) was formed ONLY for beginners between the ages of 3-9 yrs old to learn the basic principles and techniques of basketball in a safe controlled-competitive environment.  We want an ideal balance between healthy competition and player/character development that’ll last for a lifetime.

Program Details
· 6 Week Schedule; Blackout Dates: Holidays
· All players are beginners with no basketball or less than 1yr of experience.
· Teams normally consist of 6-7 players; Co-ed, gender-based, & buddy request teams can be formed.
· Practice/Game Schedule: All practices and games are on the SAME DAY (SUNDAYS) - parents need only allocate a 1.5 hour window of availability each week for their child's involvement in the program. Practice take place immediately prior to a participant's scheduled game time.
Example Schedule
11:00-11:30 = Practice
11:30-12:00 = Game 1
12:10-12:40 = Game 2
· Fouls:  will be called and tallied that can result in Free Throws.
· Group Training Weekday Option: Developmental skills training on a weekday for 1-hr between the hours of 5pm-830pm on day designated by the instructors.
· Ball Size: 5U = 27.5" ball / 7U = 28.5" ball / 9U = 28.5" ball
***Ball sizes are based on tentative pre-season age divisions. If divisions change, the ball size could change as well.***
· Rim Height: 5U = 6.5ft / 7U = 8ft / 9U = 10ft  
**Rim height is based on tentative pre-season age divisions. If divisions change, the rim height could change as well.**


Student-Athletes Coaches/Staff: All teams are assigned a local-area Varsity high school (or represented college) student-athlete as Head Coach/Mentor to their respective team. Staff members are to ASSIST our student-athletes and ENABLE them in their role as the Head Coach of their respective team(s). The interactions and expectations of the Student Coach and Staff members are governed within the Krucial Sports Rule Book. All coaches, referees, and staff are Krucial Sports Certified and undergo a background check.

Registration/Refund Policy:  After the final deadline, any remaining available positions will be filled on a first come, first served basis. If you registered after the deadline, you may still make buddy or coach requests but they are not guaranteed. There will be NO REFUNDS after the deadline. If for any reason your child can no longer participate, we can transfer your child’s registration to another season.

ZERO TOLERANCE POLICY

Prohibited Behavior
Abusive, obscene, and racially charged language, threats, violent play & conduct, fighting, and other inappropriate behavior (including, but not limited to, taunting, harassment, bullying, etc) will not be tolerated during any Krucial Sports Event. This will result in immediate removal of anyone involved and banned from the league.

Spectator Conduct Standard
No Spectator shall persistently address a game official or staff at any time. This includes but is not limited to:
1. Spectators SHALL NOT be on the court interacting with players during practice or games.
2. Spectators shall not make derogatory comments to players of either team.
3. Spectators shall not dispute calls during or after the game.
4. Spectators shall not yell at officials, EVER including criticism, sarcasm, harassment, intimidation, discriminatory comments, or negative feedback of any kind before, during or after the game.
Spectator Exceptions to addressing an official or Staff Member included but is not limited to:
1. Spectators my point out an emergency or safety issues, such as a player injury or observed fighting.


Coach, Player & Parents Code of Ethics
In the case of any COACH, PLAYER, and PARENT being removed from a game due to poor conduct, which is subjective Krucial Sports staff will result in being banned from the league. If a parent is removed the player connected to the parent will be removed as well.
