o Once schedules are finalized, we plan to create easy-to-read flyers featuring each 

team's home games for posting at the rink (upstairs and downstairs) and on social 

media. 

• Social Media

o Photocircle pages have been created for each Coyotes team to allow parents to 

share photos and videos in a private space and to provide content for our social 

channels. 

o Our goal is to increase engagement by posting at least once per day and sharing 

reels and event highlights. We also plan to share content within community 

groups where allowed and add club information to “Kankakee With Kids” 

website and Facebook page once regular-season schedules are confirmed. 

• Community Outreach 

o We are considering adding in a community outreach project for each team to 

serve in some capacity and increase our presence in the communities. 

• Recruitment 

o To support recruitment efforts, we will focus on expanding our social media reach 

during the regular season. 

o We also plan to speak with the rink about hosting an informational table during 

Learn to Play and Learn to Skate sessions to answer questions and promote the 

club.
