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TOURNAMENT RULES:
· USA Hockey Registered officials will be used for each game
· Certified medical attendants will be provided for each game
· All games will be played under USA Hockey rules as modified by MN Hockey
· All tournaments will be MN Hockey Sanctioned
· Teams must be ready to play (15) minutes prior to scheduled game time
· Teams listed as the home team on the schedule should wear light color jerseys
· All games will be played at Sonju Arena
· Official team roster must be present at time of check in
· Tournament Director will deal with inappropriate action by any player, team official, parent, or spectator during these events. Tournament Director has authority to remove any person from the arena for disruptive behavior.  Good sportsmanship is expected of all. Facility damage will not be tolerated
· The Tournament Director’s decisions will be final in all matters not addressed in the tournament rules
· The Two Harbors Youth Hockey Association and any of its affiliates assume no liability for personal injury to any persons during the tournament 


PERIOD LENGTH: 
· All Squirt / U10 games will be 12:00 minute stop time periods
· All Peewee / U12 / 15U/ Bantam games will be 15:00 minute stop time periods
· Running time will be applied in the third period if there is a goal differential of 6 or more
· Running time will be applied in the second period if there is a goal differential of 9 or more


POOL PLAY – STANDINGS – GAME GUARANTEE – TIMEOUTS:
· Pool Play games will be played to a Win, Loss or Tie
· There will be NO overtime in Pool Play
· All teams guaranteed 4 games
· Pool Standings can be found at Sonju Arena 
· Each team has one time out per game, timeouts are 1:00 minute in duration


PENALTIES: 
· Minor Penalties will be 1:00-minute stop time for Squirt / U10 unless the game is in running time and the penalty will be 1:00-minute running time
· Minor Penalties will be 1:30-minute stop time for Peewee / U12 unless the game is in running time and the penalty will be 1:30-minute running time 
· Minor Penalties will be 2:00-minute stop time for Bantam/15U unless the game is in running time and the penalty will be 2:00-minute running time
· If a player receives a game misconduct penalty, they will be suspended for the next tournament game
· If a player receives a Fighting or Match Penalty, the player will not be allowed to play in any remaining tournament games


8 TEAM - POOL PLAY TOURNAMENT FORMAT:
· 8-Team Pool Play tournament will consist of 2 pools of 4 teams
· All teams guaranteed 4 games
· Each team will play all teams within the pool
· Pool Play games will be played to a Win, Loss or Tie, there will be no overtime in pool play
· Pool Play points will be awarded as such: 
· 2 – Points for a Win
· 1 – Point for a Tie
· 1—Point for a Shutout (no shutout point awarded in a 0-0 reg. game)
· 0 – Points for a Loss
· Ice will be resurfaced every two periods at Bantam/15U levels
· Ice will be resurfaced after each game for Peewees / U12 Girls & Squirt / U10 levels


POOL PLAY RANKINGS: 
· All Rankings including Pool Winners and Seeding will be determined by: 
· 1 – Total Points
· 2 – Head to Head Competition
· 3 – Total Sum of goal differential (maximum of 6 per game)
· 4 – Total Fewest Goals allowed
· 5 – Total Fewest Penalty minutes 
· 6 – Coin Flip

POOL PLAY CHAMPIONSHIP ROUND: 
· Championship round will be played on Sunday
· Two pool winners will advance to Championship Game
· Teams will be seeded by the most points with the tie-breaker criteria for Pool Ranking utilized for ties
· The remaining teams will play for 3rd/ 5th / 7th and will be paired based on seeding







CHAMPIONSHIP DAY RULES:
· [bookmark: _Hlk87475195]If a Third Place or Championship Game finish in a regulation tie: 
· 1 – There will be a 1-minute rest period, followed by a 5-minute stop-time sudden death overtime with 3 skaters and a goalie per team. Penalties will be the same as regulation and this will be the first overtime.
· 2 – If the game is still tied after overtime, a 1-minute rest will be followed by a 3-skater shootout
· 3 – If the game is still tied after the 3-skater shootout, a sudden death shootout will occur until a winner is determined.
· If a 5th Place or 7th Place Game finish in a regulation tie: 
· 1– 1-minute rest will be followed by a 3-skater shootout
· 2 – A sudden death shootout will occur until a winner is determined

SHOOTOUT RULES:

· Home team has the choice to shoot first or second.  The team that scores the most goals of the three shooters will be declared the winner 
· If the game is still tied following the 3-skater shootout, the next team that has a combination of scoring and not allowing a goal will be the winner
· No skater can skate twice until each skater has had at least one chance to shoot.  Order of skaters must remain the same


TOURNAMENT CONDUCT:
All players, coaches and spectators are expected to demonstrate good sportsmanship. Cheer on your teams but be respectful of officials, tournament officials and other teams and their fans. Coaches will be held responsible by the referees for the behavior of their fans. Tournament officials will be monitoring each game. Spectator behavior complaints should be made to the tournament director.  Yelling at referees, players, coaches, and spectators will NOT be tolerated.  The Tournament Director has authority to remove any person from the building at his discretion. 

COACHES & TEAMS

Coaches will be accountable for the conduct of players in the buildings.
No outside food allowed in Sonju Arena
No throwing of any objects (tape, ice, snow, pucks, etc.)
No squirting water bottles
No taunting or unsportsmanlike behavior toward players, referees, or fans
No profanity will be tolerated

Coaches will be held accountable for the condition of their assigned locker rooms.
Locker rooms must be left clean.  All garbage must be picked up and disposed of properly. Any cleaning or repairs due to a team’s actions will be assessed at a rate of $20/hour plus a $ 25.00 fee.
