Purpose
This policy ensures that candidates for the Board of Directors are selected based on integrity, independence, and the best interests of the Williston Figure Skating Club (WFSC).
General Eligibility
• Must be a WFSC member in good standing
• Must support the mission of WFSC
• Must fulfill fiduciary duties
• Must actively participate in board responsibilities
Conflict of Interest Disclosure
Candidates must disclose financial relationships, coaching roles, family relationships, or any situation that could impair independent judgment.
Independence Standards
WFSC will prioritize independent directors and avoid concentration of related individuals on the Board.
Cooling-Off Period (12 Months)
Resignation/Removal from the Board of Directors within the past twelve months is subject to a cooling-off period before being eligible for reappointment or nomination. This restriction is intended to maintain objectivity and prevent undue influence from recently departed board members. The purpose of the cooling-off period is to ensure that all candidates demonstrate a clear separation from previous board responsibilities, supporting the integrity and independence of the WFSC governance process. 
Nominating Committee Authority
The Nominating Committee verifies eligibility, reviews conflicts, and recommends candidates aligned with WFSC interests.
Exception Authority
Exceptions may be granted in rare cases if approved and documented.
