The board immediately proceeded to closed session meeting at 7pm.

Treasurer’s report – Rebecca applied for, and received a tax exemption certificate for the association. The Mite Jamboree was a large success.  It generated roughly $8,000 in revenue.

The defibrillator in the lobby had its battery replaced.  We are waiting for a bill.

The Blaze has asked to rent the rink/ice the weekends of April 12-14 and April19-21.  Under our current agreement, BHA gets paid $125/game.  Pax made motion to approve rental.  Albrightson seconded.  All approved.
Dan Dietzman requested $150 to purchase new goalie pads for U10’s. Connett made the motion to approve $200.  Bresina seconded the motion.  All approved.

Connett noted that the BHA has 5 teams continuing on to WAHA State Tournaments.  Bantam A, Pee Wee A, Pee Wee B, Squirt B, and U10s.  Congratulations to them all.

Connett made a motion to buy a new cheese/nacho machine for the concession stand as ours has recently died.  Campbell seconded the motion.  All approved.
The Annual meeting will be April 7th.  Pax will make arrangements with the Legion, Lance will make the catering arrangements.  Positions open include: Vice President, Secretary, and 4 director positions.  Per the by-laws, all persons who wish to be a candidate must have a background check completed beforehand.

Fundraising Committee –

Connett will run Syttenda Mai and the golf tournament.  Someone need to head up June Bug Days.

Buildings and Grounds – The Fire extinguishers have now been inspected, replaced, and re-certified.  The repost has been forwarded to the Village.
A state inspector went through the building and found 3 minor issues.  Per their report, the boiler room in the HS boys locker room was cleaned.  Fanning was contracted to recertify the boiler system and the refrigeration system.  Both reports will be forwarded to the state once completed next week.

Tournaments – Pee Wee tournament is now full.
Work Hours – They are being reported.
Pax made the motion to adjourn.  Rens seconded the motion.  All approved.
Next meeting is March 13th at the UCC.
