Blackhawk Hockey Board Meeting minutes from September 12th, 2012

Connett called the meeting to order.
Secretary’s report – nothing new to report.  Reviewed minutes from August meeting.  Albrightson motioned to approve, Bresina seconded.  All approved.
 

Treasurer’s report – Rebecca noted that the electricity bill was $4200 for start up.  Operating expenses are roughly $10,000/month in the summer.  Funds available were nearly $11,000.  Bresina made motion to approve, Rens seconded the motion. All approved.

Pro Shop – Veenendall’s inventoried the Pro Shop.  Their best estimated is that there is around $5000 in merchandise.  Some items were ordered from the Treadmill without any approval.  After review, they are going to see if some items could be returned.  All transactions for the Pro Shop must be approved.  New members are going to be offered 25% off all items in the Pro Shop only once on their registration night.
Open Forum –.Home schooled kids would like the rink to be opened for them to open skate.  There will be no hockey allowed to be played.  This means no pucks or sticks may be on the ice.  Molly Lindus will open the rink for these people on Thursdays.
Andy Lindus has handed out fliers to all schools that encompass the Blackhawk Hockey Association including the 4K program.  The registration for new members will be September 15th and September 22nd.
Equipment for new members was inventoried.  Dan thinks we need about 10 helmets and all the skates we can get between Y8 and size 6.  There is 14 complete set-ups.  An email will be sent out to get old members to see what they are willing to donate to the mite program.  Dan D. and Andy R. recommended that we buy another 55 jerseys for the Mite program.

Lance A presented another possible fundraiser he received from the Minnesota Wild.  It is a ticket drive where we would get discount tickets and sell them at a small profit.

Kids skating without supervision was discussed next.  There has been a few times already this season where people have come in and kids were on the ice without an adult.  There was one instance where non members were on the ice without skates running around.  Without being a registered member, the person(s) on the ice are not covered by insurance and therefore, the Association is liable.  Andy R made a motion that any kids wanting to skate not within designated practice times must contact a board member (John Bresina).  Connett seconded.  All approved except for Andy Lindus.
John Bresina reluctantly volunteered to handle the scheduling this year since Chris Johnson will be moving.  Andy Lindus made the motion to approve.  Lance A seconded the motion.  Everyone strongly approved.
Fundraising Committee – 

Sportsman’s banquet is still on for November 3rd at the American Legion in Baldwin.
Buildings and Grounds – Bleacher heaters are in the process of being cleaned and re-hung.
Coaches – Coaches agreed at a meeting that no parent may be on the ice during tryouts if they have a child participating in that particular tryout.  Coaches will work out their own schedule to accommodate tryout needs.  Tryouts are October 20-21.  Coaches meeting scheduled for October 3rd.

Work Hours – We reviewed all reported hours and discussed each unfilled obligation on a case by case basis.  Checks were cashed.  
Pax made the motion to adjourn.  Rebecca seconded the motion.  All approved.

Connett brought forth to the boards attention some emails regarding the girls’ program.  A girl or possibly girls would like to move up a level.  After a rather lengthy discussion, it was decided that the girls registering with Blackhawk Hockey must abide by the same rules as the boys program.  If the person(s) wanting their child to move up insist on doing so, the board will appoint evaluators and there will be a tryout held at the appropriate level to assign each girl a number based on their performance.  The girl(s) trying to level up must finish in the top 30% of all the girls participating in the tryout to remain on the team.  This tryout would be performed at the first practice in Baldwin
