June 13, 2012

Jason Connett called the meeting to order.
Members present: Lance Albrightson, Jason Anderson, Jason Connett, Pax Rasmussen, Craig Campbell, Brian Stevens, John Bresina, Rebecca Paulson, and Tim Rens.

Members absent: Andy Rossopolous, Andy Lindus, Dan Deitzman

A “thank you” card from Tori Klingler was read aloud thanking the association for the scholarship she was awarded.

The association received a $50 donation from the soccer association for the use of the brat trailer this spring.

Secretary’s report: All documents readied for village regarding softball tournament.  Bresina made motion to approve report. Rens seconded the motion.  All approved.
Treasurer’s report: Rebecca is still implementing new system and reports, departmentalizing all costs and expenditures.  Rebecca handed out the new profit/loss statements answering any questions.  She explained that nearly $28000 was deposited from both Syttende Mai and June Bug days.  Bills are still coming in so we have yet to get a net dollar amount on each event.  Bills were discussed.  Motion to approve to pay bills by John Bresina, Albrightson seconded, all approved.
Open Forum: The board revisited the new guidelines regarding the Mites and Squirts voted on last month.  Clarification was needed.  After much further heated deliberation, Connett made a motion to only allow a Mite to make the Squirt A team if he/she is in the top 33% as our current guidelines state.  If that child does not make the A team with those rules, they would then be automatically be placed on the Squirt B team.  Rasmussen seconded the motion, all approved.

The good and bad of June Bug Days were discussed.  A sub committee will be formed to handle each of the town events next year.  In addition to the “normal” work schedule, additional workers will be needed strictly for set-up and running between sites supplying whatever is needed.  Very little money was made and it was discussed whether or not to continue participating in the event.  A final vote will be taken after the net deposit is figured out.
Fees for the upcoming season were discussed next.  Although some fundraisers have not been as profitable in the past, some were noticeably better.  Upcoming fundraisers and expenditures were contemplated.  Motion by Connett to keep registration fees same as last year.  Bresina seconded.  All approved
Bresina filled in the board of his findings at the annual WAHA meeting.  We were not awarded any state tournament in 2014. There was a lot of meaningless propaganda handed out by WAHA as usual.  New forms will have to be handed out at registration to parents and players regarding concussions.  Coaches will also be required to have concussion information with them as well.
Somerset and Blackhawk hockey associations are teaming up to run the fall 4 on 4 league.  Dan Gilkerson (Somerset) will set it up.  All profit is to be shared equally.  Connett made the motion to approve.  Bresina seconded the motion.  All approved.
Softball Tournament is still proceeding as planned.  Pax will turn in documents to the village as required

Golf Tournament is set for July 13th.  14 teams have registered so far.  The goal is to get to 18 or more.  Many prizes have been procured.  Hole sponsorships are still needed.

Sportsman’s Banquet is scheduled for October 13th at the Baldwin legion.

Buildings and Grounds:  Motion by Connett to pay Corey Fanning the balance owed on the dehumidifier ($2300).  Lance seconded the motion.  All approved.  A list of projects made by Pax was handed out to each board member and discussed.  Numerous small projects are on the “to do” list.  Monday nights will continue to be the night scheduled to do work at the rink.  Board was informed of all the completed projects and updated on any currently going.
Fundraising Committee:  Jon Zevenbergen has offered to continue running the pizza sales fundraiser.  Connett made a motion to approve Zevenbergen to continue.  Bresina seconded the motion.  All approved.

New calendar protocol was put in place.  Rebecca (or whoever is the current treasurer) will be responsible for mailing out the gift cards won on the calendar from now on.

Coaches committee:  Andy L needs to schedule a coaches committee meeting to discuss Ace coordinator position.

Concessions:  They’re clean.  One of the projects to be completed is installing shelving in the newer concessions area.
