Blackhawk Hockey Board Meeting Minutes from July 11, 2012

Connett called the meeting to order

Secretary’s report reviewed from last month.  Lindus motioned to approve.  Connett seconded.  All approved.

Golf Tournament – As of 7/11/12 there are 24 teams registered with 14 hole sponsors.  All prizes have been acquired.  Tee off is set at 12:30 on Friday the 13th.  Last thing needed is bars/desserts.

Angie Albrightson has been approved to charge ingredients to make cheesy potatoes at Nilssen’s.

Treasurer’s report:  Balance as of 7/11/12 is approximately $9500.00.  Rebecca will be reconciling the checkbook so it will once again be accurate to the penny.  All bills are paid.  Peavey motioned to approve the treasurer’s report.  Lindus seconded.  All approved.
Open Forum – Connett brought forth an idea suggested by the Somerset Hockey Association of co-oping our Bantam teams for the 2012-2013.  The number of kids will determine if this is a possibility.  Other issues may be with WAHA as well as if we continue tryout procedures.  Blackhawk numbers could be anywhere from 22-28.  Lindus bets 24.  Somerset has +/- 15 skaters.  Discussion tabled until more concrete numbers are established. 

Rebecca presented a donation from “Capture it Now” photography in the amount of $100.00.

Shane Cook volunteered to be Ace coordinator.  Pat Borgested has said that he would work closely with whomever the board decides to put in the position.  Lindus withdrew his name from the possible candidate pool due to the fact he may be moving.  A coaches meeting has been scheduled for 7/18/12 at 7pm to discuss candidates.
U12/U14 – Some parents are unaware of the rules set in place for girls’ hockey.  Rules for girls are no different than boys if registered through Blackhawk Hockey.  Younger girls may participate in a higher age-level tryout, but to make that team, they must finish in the top 30%; otherwise they stay at the age level they are.  Shane Cook will invite the Cranstons and Keith Van Dell to our next board meeting to further define the rules in place.

Pro Shop – Kelly & Ryan Veenendall have volunteered to take over running the Pro Shop.  Rasmussen stated that Blackhawk Hockey will be opening an on-line Pro Shop.  TST Media just digitized our logo for $100 and it should be up and running by the start of the season.  Mark Rominski is heading up this project.  After discussion, Stevens volunteered to inventory the Pro Shop in the next week so we can determine exactly how much inventory needs to be ordered.  Rasmussen will contact the Veenendalls and ask them to attend the next board meeting at which we will discuss the Pro Shop’s future.  Roussopoulos suggested that we staff the shop during games and tournaments.  Paulson would also like anything that leaves the pro shop to be documented in a ledger.
Roussopoulos mentioned that Scott Woodington’s nephew may want to run a small hockey camp in August.  The members thought it would work and just asked that they talk to the board before proceeding.

The board talked about marketing our registration more.  Roussopoulos suggested that we target pre-schools along with the normal avenues.  All agreed.  Lindus will print fliers.

Rasmussen suggested that plaques be made and given to businesses that support Blackhawk Hockey.  Some contributors were discussed.  Connett made motion to do it.  Rens seconded. All approved.
Ice-In – Crankcase heaters will be turned on this week.  Cooling will begin over the weekend.  Caulk early next week.  Flood the remainder of the week and weekend.  Paint is scheduled for the week of 7/23-7/27.  Continue flooding after paint to desired depth.  Ice will be ready to skate on by 8/1-8/2.

Registration – Dates will be set by Annette Connett (registrar).  Board has left it up to her.

Blaze Cup – The Blaze Cup schedule is out.  Annette will put together a work sign-up sheet and get it out to the association.  We will plan to also grill brats and use anything left over from Syttende Mai and June Bug Days.  Brenda DeMotts will order everything necessary for the concession stand.  The tournament will begin at 10:15am on 8/3 and finish on 8/5 at 6:30pm.

Update on Updating Guidelines – Bresina has been updating the guidelines.  After completed, he will bring copies for the board to review and make any necessary changes.
Tournaments – Tournament dates set last meeting.  Motion to pay for advertising in Let’s Play Hockey ($440) and on WAHA’s website ($500) was made by Connett.  Rasmussen seconded.  All approved. Roussopoulos noted that Mite coaches from various neighboring associations will be gathering and scheduling tournaments around one another’s.  This will ensure good attendance at each event.
Buildings and Grounds:  All major summer projects that were planned are completed.  We rented a scissor lift for $75.00 to fix lights, hang banners, and clean glass.  Nathan Sykora built a small room on the SE corner to house the floor scrubber, snow blower and other items.  Project was completed for approximately $125.00.  Banners have been straightened.  All championship boards are now up.  Painting still needs to be done.  

St. Croix County inspected our concession stand on 6/7/12.  It passed with a few recommended additional procedures.

The Village of Baldwin inspected our water on 6/17/12.  They reported there may be some bacteria in our water.  They will take care of fixing the 2 items that they concluded were the cause.
Connett made a motion to adjourn.  Rasmussen seconded.  All approved.
