Blackhawk Hockey Association Board meeting minutes from May 9th, 2012

Jason Connett called the meeting to order.

Secretaries report to be voted on via email on 5/10/12

Treasurer’s report:  Bank balance is at roughly $14000 plus monies awaiting deposit.  Loan balance is at $36731.43.  We are currently paying $400 per month which is acceptable for the bank.  Rebecca is implementing many new accounting protocols.  A sub-committee was formed consisting of Rebecca and Pax solely for budgeting.  Any money used for start-up at any event must now be reported to Rebecca otherwise we would end up paying sales tax on our own money.  Sauk Prairie hockey ass’n is requesting money back from the Pee Wee tournament deposit they gave.  They did not cancel until early the same week.  Connett motioned to send them a check back for $150.  Bresina seconded that motion.  All present voted to send them the $150.  None opposed.
Open Forum:  Shane Cook would like the association to run the brat stand at Fireworks Outlet again this year.  We get paid $1000 to do it plus all brat sales.  All agreed to try and make it work.  Workers from softball tournament may be used to staff brat stand and/or to shuttle brats out to that location.

Ace coordinator position will be discussed in depth at the next coaches meeting.  Lindus will email a time and date for the meeting.

Base-line concussion testing was discussed.  Many agreed to work on setting up a program for Blackhawk hockey.  It was brought up that it is already done for any kids competing in school sports 7th grade and higher and therefore unnecessary to any kids doing both.  This issue will be discussed in depth at upcoming board meetings.

Mite/Squirt Guidelines and plan:  A new plan was proposed by a rather large group of the mite coaches.  The plan included new criteria needed to move up levels 1-4 and possibly up to the Squirt level at an early age.  Concerns were raised about coaches making the decisions as far as which kids were allowed to level up rather than the “normal” procedure of having outside evaluators decide.  After a rather lengthy discussion, a motion was made by Andy R. to approve the guidelines brought forth minus the girls’ rules.  Rebecca Paulsen seconded the motion.  All in favor:  Connett, Campbell, Bresina, Dietzman, Paulsen, Rossopolous.  All opposed: Rens, Lindus, Anderson, Albrightson, and Rasmussen.  Motion carried.  Current guidelines will have to be updated after discussion, to reflect these changes.

Mite coaches need to meet with Annette Connett (registrar) to formulate a better system of registration at their level.
Scholarships:  New criteria were reviewed that was written by Annette Connett.  Motion was made to accept by Rasmussen, seconded by Connett.  All approved.
Motion made by Connett to approve John Aaby for another $500 scholarship (a 1 time overage on our existing 3 scholarships/ $1500 limit).  Campbell seconded.  All approved.

Syttende Mai:  We have 14 teams for softball completing registration.  Reminder was given to pick up all the food at Nilssen’s at 7am on Thursday May 17th.  Set up will take place on May 16th at 6pm.  Everyone is to meet at the rink.  Pop still needs to be procured for venues.

June Bug Days:  Peavey is set to run dodge ball.  Annette will secure picnic license to sell beer.  Teams need to be rounded up.

Softball tournament:  Tournament is set for June 29th through July 1st.  The goal is to get 16 teams.  Connett is heading up this fundraiser.

Golf scramble:  The scramble is tentatively set for Friday July 13th starting at 1pm at Pheasant Hills.

Sportsman’s banquet:  Dates need to be set soon.  We will be hosting it at the American Legion in Baldwin once again.

Summer projects:  Lindus was shown the vent on the outside of the building where the dehumidifier vents.  He was appalled at the dilapidated condition of said vent.  Lindus vowed to rectify the atrocity before the fall season begins.
