Spartans Youth Lacrosse Club – Parent Code of Conduct
Purpose:
The purpose of this Parent Code of Conduct is to ensure a positive, safe, and respectful environment for all participants in the Spartans Youth Lacrosse Club. Lacrosse is a team sport designed to teach athletes skills, teamwork, sportsmanship, discipline, and respect. Parents and guardians play a critical role in supporting these values.

By enrolling a child, parents and guardians agree to abide by the expectations outlined below for the duration of their child’s participation in the program.

Parent Responsibilities:
As a parent or guardian, I agree to:

1. Promote Sportsmanship
· Encourage good sportsmanship by demonstrating positive behavior toward players, coaches, officials, league representatives, and other spectators.
· Model respect, fairness, and self-control at all times.
2. Support All Players
· Support my child and their teammates regardless of skill level or playing time.
· Refrain from negative comments, comparisons, or criticism of any player.
3. Respect Coaches and Officials
· Allow coaches to teach and manage the team during practices and games.
· Respect officials’ decisions and understand that mistakes are part of the game.
· Address concerns calmly and privately at an appropriate time, never during games or practices.
4. Maintain Appropriate Sideline Behavior
· Cheer positively and refrain from yelling instructions, criticism, or comments directed at players, coaches, or officials.
· Avoid the use of profanity, threatening language, or unsportsmanlike conduct.
· Not engage in verbal or physical abuse, harassment, or intimidation of any participant.
5. Ensure Player Readiness and Safety
· Ensure my child arrives on time, prepared, and properly equipped for practices and games.
· Emphasize the importance of safety, hydration, and following league rules.
6. Communicate Respectfully
· Communicate with coaches, league officials, and other parents in a respectful and constructive manner.
· Follow league communication protocols for questions or concerns.
7. Support League Policies and Decisions
· Abide by all league rules, policies, and procedures.
· Support disciplinary decisions made by the league when they are applied to ensure a safe and positive environment.

Expectations Regarding Conflict Resolution:
· Concerns or disagreements should be addressed respectfully and privately with the coach or league representative.
· Parents should allow a reasonable cooling-off period (at least 24 hours) before raising concerns about games or playing time.
· Sideline confrontations are strictly prohibited.

Consequences for Violations:
Failure to adhere to this Parent Code of Conduct may result in disciplinary action, including but not limited to:
· Verbal or written warnings
· Removal from the sideline or facility
· Suspension from attending games or practices
· Removal of the child from the league in extreme or repeated cases
The league reserves the right to determine appropriate disciplinary measures based on the severity and frequency of violations.
