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BUS  Bus travel is mandatory for all players. We are scheduled to leave on Thursday, February 12th and will return Sunday, February 24th. Extra seats are available for $250 (round-trip only – Limited Space) on a first-come first-served basis. Parents, siblings, etc. will be able to ride on the  bus (space is Limited-no standing room) to and from all games while in Quebec since the players will be transported by their billet families most of the time while we are there.

[bookmark: _Hlk88407591]Each player is permitted to bring an “official” player travel bag (backpack), one player equipment bag, and one additional bag. Players will stow their travel bags in the overhead compartments on the bus. Sticks (2)   should be taped together and put in the team stick bag, and they will be stowed under the bus.

Any parent who purchased an extra seat on bus is permitted to bring a travel bag they can stow in the overhead, and one additional bag to stow under the bus.

The bus typically has a DVD player. The Junior Bruins provide family-friendly movies that are appropriate for all ages. The bus will have Wi-Fi and outlets for charging your devices.

Snacks and drinks will be provided for players on the bus. Parents can bring food and drinks with you on the bus (no alcoholic beverages are permitted). The bus will stop once as we enter Vermont so players can stretch their legs and will also stop for lunch and refueling in Newport, VT. Players will eat at McDonalds.

After we cross the border and clear customs, we will head straight to our hotel in Ste Foy, 
Quebec City.

When we arrive in Quebec around 4:00 pm, players must remain on the bus while the parents on the bus and Mrs. Cashman check in at the front desk. Parents will need to put       a credit card on file for incidental charges.

After players and coaches unload the bus. They will go to the Videotron Center to register with the Tournament. Players will stop on the way back to hotel for their first team dinner in Quebec and return to the hotel to get ready to meet their billet families.

While in Quebec, please be on time for all bus departures; as long as we have all the players we are supposed to have, the bus will leave as scheduled. If you do not plan to take the bus, please let us know so we don’t worry about you. All schedule changes will be posted in the hospitality room the night before, 
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CAR Notify your car insurance company prior to departure that you will be travelling out of the country. Please note that the tournament is held during the Quebec Winter Carnaval and there will be a parade in downtown Quebec on Saturday, February 14 starting at 7:00 pm. Don’t forget to bring plenty of windshield washer fluid that is appropriate for very low temperatures.

AIR People who prefer to arrive by air can fly into Jean Lesage International Airport (YQB), which is a smaller airport with relatively limited service. Another option is to fly into Pierre Elliott Trudeau International Airport in Montreal (YUL) and drive the three hours from Montreal to Quebec City.

PASSPORTS Please note that signed passports are mandatory for all adults. Children 16 or younger travelling to Quebec by bus or car may enter with an original birth certificate. Passports should have six months’ remaining validity, so if your passport                    expires after August 13,2025, you should renew it before leaving for Quebec.
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Hotel
[bookmark: _Hlk88469379]We will stay at the L’Hôtel Québec in Ste Foy. It is mandatory for all families to stay at this hotel per tournament rules. We have arranged a group rate and blocked rooms for all our families. All reservations must be made through the Junior Bruins team as part of the group. In order to receive the reduced room rate, we need a credit card to hold rooms for ten nights from February 12th through Saturday, February 21st. Additional rooms can be reserved with the same or different arrival and departure dates, but they must be booked well in advance and also with the team, because the hotel does book up. Our contract with the hotel stipulates that room reservations can be cancelled up to 2 weeks prior  to arrival.

[bookmark: _Hlk88411677]CHECK-IN/CHECK-OUT Check-in time is 3:00 pm. While every effort is made to accommodate early arrivals, rooms may not be immediately available before that time. Check-out time is 12:00 noon. Please ask at the front desk for a late departure time (note that late check-out fees may apply).



HOSPITALITY ROOM The Junior Bruins Team will set up a hospitality room in the hotel. In the hospitality room you will be able to get tea, coffee and juice in the mornings along with bagels, toast, english muffins and cereal. The room will become the center of activity for the team for the ten days we spend in Quebec with lunch being served a few days. We ask that all parents help in keeping the room clean at all times. Please remember that young siblings should be supervised while in the hospitality room at all times. All children are expected to be out of the Hospitality room and in their own rooms by 10:00PM.
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[bookmark: _Hlk88664685]Billeting
While in Quebec, the players will not stay at the hotel with their families. Without exception, it is mandatory for all players to billet with a host family that have been selected and screened by the Quebec International Pee-Wee Tournament. These families will treat your child as if they were their own, feeding them, doing their laundry, and occasionally transporting them to and from team activities. It is always a dramatic scene when we board the bus to return home, with most billets in tears. We are lucky to have a number of families who billet with us year after year. Billeting is a wonderful opportunity for our players to learn about another language and culture while forming long-lasting friendships. Many families stay in touch with their billets and even invite them to their home for visits.

We are sensitive to the fact that billeting is difficult for many parents and players, and we know that parents can sometimes feel frustrated that they do not have time to enjoy Quebec alone with their children. However, the expectation is that the billets will be the players’ primary caregivers while in Quebec. Players will eat breakfast with their billet families and will return to the billets’ homes at the conclusion of team activities every night. They will eat lunch and dinner with team. We will not allow any exceptions for any  reasons at all. Parents and players must treat the billet families with consideration, courtesy, and respect, and anything less than this will not be tolerated.

In order for things to run smoothly, parents must trust the staff and the process that we have refined over the last twenty plus years. Team manager and coaches are responsible for knowing the whereabouts, schedules, and transportation needs of every player, and parents must allow the staff to fulfill this responsibility without interference. Billet families will notify the team manager and/or billet captain before they leave                           any team activity with their players.

BILLET ASSIGNMENTS Players will billet in pairs, and they are permitted to select their billet team partners. When we get our list of billets around December 18th, we will give you the contact information for your family so you can communicate with them prior to your arrival. If your child is on a special diet, requires medication, allergies or has any other needs, please let us know in advance so we can plan  accordingly

FIRST NIGHT On the night we arrive in Quebec, we will all meet with the billet families in the 2nd  floor foyer around 7:30 pm. Players should bring their belongings to this meeting because they                    will go home with the billet families directly. Depending on our arrival time you may feel a little rushed, but                       please be flexible. These families have been waiting for months for your child to arrive and they will        be excited to show them their homes!


TIME WITH BILLETS Either Friday or Saturday night (depending on tournament schedule) we will host a reception (meet-and-greet) in the ballroom of the hotel,note (1). You will also have other opportunities to interact with your billets and there may be another group dinner planned. In addition, most billets join the team at games and other activities while in Quebec. Families often take their billet families out for dinner during the tournament, or the billets may invite the families to their homes.
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This is a great chance to get to know them better. We just ask  that you take the team’s agenda into consideration when planning these get-togethers.

GIFTS It is customary for families to give their billets a thank-you gift for hosting their players and billeting pairs are encouraged to chip in together to purchase something special. The gift can be as big or small as you would like. The team also provides the billets with a team gift. Billet families love getting team apparel that they can wear to the tournament, or you can bring something that represents your home area or a gift for their children. Some families prefer to wait until they arrive in Quebec and purchase a gift certificate to a local restaurant for the billets to use later.

PLAYER TRANSPORTATION Each morning the bus will leave to pick up the players at the Capital Mall parking lot. Most billets take time off from work during the tournament, but some billets are unable to do so. In those cases, they may ask another billet family to take their players to the drop off area. The bus will then return to hotel or leave directly form the drop off area for the AM destination (see schedules) 

CASH We recommend that you give your player about $0 CAD to start with. Please do not send your child to the billet’s home with a lot of cash; rather, you should replenish their cash supply daily as needed. There is really no need for players to have cash.

CLOTHING It is best for you to send all of your child’s belongings with them to the billet’s home the first night to avoid confusion or forgotten items. Players may want to bring their stick, gloves, helmet, and skates in case they want to play pond hockey; you should check with coach. You may want to bring an old pair of skates for pond hockey so your player’s game skates are not damaged.

ELECTRONICS Your child is permitted to bring their cell phone to the billet’s home provided they use it responsibly. However, we ask that players not bring any video games, headphones, etc. to the billet’s house. The players are there to interact with their host families and learn about Quebec culture, which obviously cannot happen when they are wearing their earbuds and checking Snapchat.

Junior Bruins Peewee Major Parents host the reception for the Billet Families. This will be talked about more as the season goes on with a few mothers meetings .
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TOURNAMENT GAMES We will notify you of the day and time of our first game and the options for our second game as soon as we receive that information. The Quebec tournament has a two-game guarantee; after the first game teams go into the winners’ bracket or the losers’ bracket, and from then on every game is an elimination game.

The first game will be played at the Centre Videotron, home of the Quebec Ramparts of the Quebec Major Junior Hockey League. All winner’s bracket games are played at the Videotron; loser’s bracket games are played at the Pavillion de la Jeunesse (near the Videotron) until the finals.

Admission to the tournament is $8/day CAD for adults and $2/day CAD for children under 14. Alternatively, you can purchase a tournament pass for $60 CAD. Depending on team fundraising these passes may be purchased by the team.

EXHIBITION GAMES We will schedule a number of exhibition games, and the team will play almost every day while we are in Quebec. We try to create a diverse exhibition schedule and play teams from around the world at a number of different rinks.

VALCARTIER SNOW PARK Once we receive our game schedule we will add the snow park to our itinerary. This is always a favorite activity, and a chance for players and families to bond and meet other teams. Players admission to the park will be paid by the team. Snow Park tickets cost about $25 CAD, and all family members and billets are invited to  participate. Tickets will be purchased upon arrival, and if you prefer not to engage in snow play there are restaurants, a bar, and shops to keep you busy. It is also the location of the Ice Hotel which has become a favorite visit for parents in past years.

Participants will want to wear long underwear, snow pants, snow boots, gloves, jackets, hats, and a scarf and/or ski mask. You may want to bring an extra hat and pair of gloves as well.

Player Dress Code

· Players must wear the team outfit on the bus to and from Quebec.
· Players must wear their team jackets and hats to all team events.
· Players must wear khaki pants, shirt & tie, and boots or shoes (no sneakers) to all tournament games. They should bring sneakers and off-ice warmup clothing with them.
· During games, players will wear their Quebec team jerseys and matching socks. We do not expect anyone to go out and purchase any new equipment but given a choice we prefer for players to wear a black helmet and black pants or a black shell.
· Players are expected to carry their equipment in the team equipment bags provided to them.
· Players should use their team travel bag to carry their belongings to Quebec and to their billet families’ homes.
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TRAVEL DOCUMENTS Players will need a valid passport or an original birth certificate with a raised seal. These documents are due first week in January 2026. The team will have players and parents sign notarized letters before we leave.
Parents, please note that a child travelling without one or both parents/guardians must have a notarized letter from the absent parent(s) giving permission to take the child out of the country. 
Sample letters are included at the end of this packet.

CURRENCY EXCHANGE You will not need any CAD before arriving at the hotel, so you should plan to get your cash from an ATM upon arrival in order to receive the best exchange rate. Notify your bank that you will be using your credit card(s) in Canada, and check to see if there will be a fee assessed for any credit card purchases made. The bus will stop at the Duty-Free shop on the way home so you will be able to change your leftover CAD back into USD.

COMMUNICATION In order to avoid high international charges, contact your wireless provider prior to our departure to adjust your plan for all family members who are travelling with the team.

INSURANCE Check with your insurance carrier to see if you have coverage abroad. If not, you may want to consider purchasing international travel medical insurance.

Hopefully by now you know that one of your students has been chosen to play on the Greater Boston PeeWee Major Junior Bruins Hockey Team. This team is very special and rich in tradition in that it will be traveling to Quebec City, Canada in February for ten days to play in the 66th International PeeWee Hockey Tournament which is comparable to the Little League World Series, playing teams from all around the world. This Junior Bruins team was the first team invited from the United States to play in this tournament and it has been traveling to Quebec each year for over sixty years. We will be leaving for Quebec on February 12th and returning on February 24th.

We realize that the boys will be missing a substantial amount of school, but this trip is one that they will never forget. Yes, they will be playing a hockey game each day, but they also will be experiencing what it is like to live with a French speaking family for ten days. Also, each day we will be experiencing what Quebec City has to offer; visiting historical sites in Quebec and the surrounding areas.
