· I will encourage my child to have fun, work hard, and enjoy the sport.
· I will support all skaters, not just my own, and celebrate their achievements.
· I will refrain from negative comments, gossip, or spreading misinformation about the club, skaters, coaches, or board members.
· I will become familiar with the rules of the U.S. Figure Skating and teach my child accordingly.

· I recognize that coaches and officials have the expertise to make decisions in the best interest of all skaters and are volunteers.
· I will not interfere with coaching decisions during training or competitions.
· I will respect and appreciate the time and effort of club volunteers and board members.
· I will expect my child’s coach to be compliant with all requirements of U.S. Figure Skating and the Professional Skaters Association, and to continue their education and training through programs offered by U.S. Figure Skating, the Professional Skaters Association and other accredited organizations.
· I will respect my child’s coach and refrain from “sideline” coaching my child or other skaters.
· I agree to educate myself regarding the proper procedures to follow when establishing or
· terminating a coaching relationship.

· I will direct any concerns or issues to the Board of Directors using the official club email.
· I understand that reaching out to individual coaches or discussing grievances with other parents will not resolve issues and may result in a write up.
· I will address concerns professionally and respectfully, following club procedures.

4. Sportsmanship & Ethical Conduct
· I will demonstrate good sportsmanship at all club events, practices, and competitions.
· I will not engage in or tolerate bullying, harassment, or unsportsmanlike behavior.
· I will ensure that my child treats teammates, opponents, and officials with respect.
· I will place the emotional and physical well-being of my child and others ahead of my desire to win.
· I will promptly inform my child’s coach of any physical/mental disability or challenge affecting my child that may affect the safety of my child or others.
· I will support and respect all skaters and their right to participate and teach my skater to do the same.
