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2024 TEAM MAINE ATHLETICS PARENT CONTRACT 

To participate in a Team Maine Athletics organization, including practices, scrimmages, regular season games, tournaments, and/or any other team activities- parents must follow these guidelines. Any violation of the contract agreement can expose the player and parent to suspension, expulsion or any other disciplinary action the coach and/or director deems appropriate.

Parent Guidelines
· Parents are responsible for maintaining the behavior of all family members/fans that are in attendance supporting their daughters. (ex: grandparents, siblings, extended family, friends)
· Parents are expected to maintain appropriate levels of behavior as an example to the players as well as other organizations.
· Parents are accountable for their behavior while engaged in any activity involving Team Maine Athletics. This includes, but is not limited to, practices, games or team gatherings. 
· Parents are not permitted to smoke while around the softball field, during games and practices or on any other premises that is a designated no smoking area. 
· Parents are not permitted to be intoxicated during any time of Team Maine Athletics event or when the club is competing in tournament play that requires overnight accommodations. Alcohol use should be done with discretion.  Any parent unable to control themselves or appears impaired with be required to leave immediately.  This can and will jeopardize your athletes playing time and your attendance to any and/or all remaining events. 

· Parents shall not use foul language towards the players, coaches and officials. 
· Parents shall not exhibit uncontrolled temper prior, during or following game competition.  This includes poor or negative interactions with opponents or parents of other organizations.  BE THE BETTER PERSON! 
· Parents shall show respect to coaches, umpires and players always.
· It is the player’s job to discuss playing time with the coach. If there is a question, please wait 24 hours after the conclusion of the weekend to approach the situation.
· Parents should not blame the outcome of the game on officials, coaches or individual players. 
· Parents shall not draw attention away from the game by behaving in a loud or inappropriate manners. Verbally criticizing officials, coaches, parents or players in a manner that allows other people to overhear your comments would be inappropriate and will severely jeopardize your child’s playing time and may result in dismissal from the organization.

I understand that, once my daughter is selected to a team, there will be no refunding of fees.
